1.	 Why are there two editions of Renewed and Received?

Renewed and Received first launched in 2023, and both programs were met with enthusiastic 
feedback from parishes. To serve the diverse needs of children and catechists even better, we 
expanded these programs with a Second Edition of the Student Workbook and Leader’s Guide, 
offering age-appropriate adaptations while keeping the same trusted content at the core.

2.	 What is the main difference between the editions?

The content is the same in both editions. The difference is in the presentation. Reading level, 
font size, activities, lesson format, and page design have been adapted to meet the needs of 
different age groups.

3.	 Can I use the Renewed and Received videos, leader training course, parent certification 
courses, and the take-home books (Renewed by Jesus and Receiving Jesus) with both the 
First Edition and the Second Edition?

Yes. All resources are fully compatible with both editions of Renewed and Received and can be 
used seamlessly alongside either the First Edition or the Second Edition Student Workbooks and 
Leader’s Guides.

4.	 Can I use a mix of the First Edition and Second Edition workbooks?

The content is fundamentally the same in each lesson. However, the reading level and lesson 
plans have been simplified, and the activities, page numbers, and lesson features are different. 
Overall, we do not recommend mixing the two editions.
